Congratulations on having your program funded by the NYS 4-H Foundation.  Your proposal provides more evidence of the need for and importance of our private donors.  They are the ones who have made this award possible.

This award provides an opportunity to provide a new program—and reach more youth.  You also have a challenge—to provide visibility!  This is how we promote 4-H to our donors, and you can help.

Would you please:

1. Prepare a news release announcing your award.  Be sure to mention that the NYS 4-H Foundation awarded your grant. Send copies of news clippings to the Foundation office.

2. Draw your program to the attention of local donors with a thank you letter, which might include clippings of news releases and program information.  Letters from youth participants and volunteers are particularly important.

3. Please pitch your program as a feature story to your local papers.  As your program progresses, you can take pictures, prepare a story (press release) and send it to your local media.  Often they will print the entire story.  If your program has interesting visuals that will translate well to TV, consider pitching to area television stations.  Please send copies of any press clippings to the Foundation office.  If you get any television coverage, send us the name of the station and the date and time of the newscast when your story ran.  (I.E.:  WHEC-Channel 10, June 18, 2011, 5 pm and 6pm newscast).
4. Include credit to the NYS 4-H Foundation and any other sponsors in publications resulting from the award.

5. Prepare a Final Report at the close of your program to assure that associations statewide will know about your successes and challenges.  See Final Report Guidelines for details.

6. The importance of recognizing the support you have received cannot be overemphasized.  Visibility of 4-H will assure more effective programming and continued strong support.

A copy of any program materials developed as a result of funding should be provided with the hard copy final report. Supplemental and other relevant materials such as photos, clippings, and evaluations should also be included.  Please indicate contact information for acquiring resources.
